Please understand that natural woods have color variations which are
the result of nature and are not defects in workmanship. Do not substitute parts. All models have the same quantity
of parts and hardware. Your model may look different from the one illustrated due to stylistic variations.

Make sure the sides are installed correctly with the
metal post brackets facing towards the inside of
the crib.

Swing out four hangers at corner of the spring
frame G carefully. Attach spring frame FLAT SIDE
UP. Choose the height of the spring frame.Start at
the highest level and adjust accordingly.
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Bolt the spring frame G to the brackets using allen
head bolts J and allen wrench Q. As the child
grows, it is important to lower the spring.
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Make sure the spring frame is Make sure the spring frame is level.
